BY-LAW NO. 2014-126

Being a By-law to regulate the use of land and the use, location and character of buildings and structures
within the Town of New Tecumseth.

The Council of the Corporation of the Town of New Tecumseth enacts as follows:

SECTION 117 APPLICATION, INTERPRETATION AND SCOPE

11 TITLE
This By-law shall be known as the Zoning By-law of the Town of New Tecumseth.

1.2 DEFINED AREA
The provisions of this By-law shall apply to all lands within the Town of New Tecumseth.

13 EFFECTIVE DATE
This By-law shall take force and effect in accordance with the provisions of The Planning Act, R.S.O.
1990.

1.4 REPEAL OF EXISTING BY-LAWS
All previous By-laws and Amendments made thereto, passed pursuant to Section 34 of The Planning
Act, R.S.0. 1990 or a predecessor thereof, applying to lands within the Town of New Tecumseth are
repealed upon this By-law taking force and effect in accordance with the provisions of The Planning
Act, R.S.0. 1990.

1.5 INTERPRETATION
In this By-law:
(@) The word "shall" is mandatory;
(b) Words used in the present tense shall also include the future tense; and,
(c) Words which are singular shall also denote plural and vice versa.

1.6 SCOPE AND EFFECT
No person shall erect, alter or use any building, structure or land within the boundaries of the Town
of New Tecumseth except in conformity with the provisions of this By-law.
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No use of land or building shall be changed, nor building be constructed, nor land divided if the
effect of such change, construction or division contravenes any of the provisions of this By-law.

No lot, nor any building or structure located on a lot shall be deemed to contravene any provisions
of this By-law due solely to the fact that a portion of such lot has been or is conveyed to by the Town,
the County of Simcoe, Her Majesty in right of Ontario, Her Majesty in right of Canada, or any board or
commission of the foregoing.

1.7 VALIDITY
If any Section, or provision of this By-law, including anything contained in the attached schedules, is

for any reason declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the same shall not affect the
validity of the remaining Sections, provisions and schedules of this By-law.

SECTION 217 ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT

ADMINISTRATION

This By-law shall be administered by a person or persons designated from time to time by the
Council of the Town of New Tecumseth.

COMPLIANCE WITH OTHER RESTRICTIONS

This By-law shall not be construed so as to reduce or mitigate any restrictions or regulations
lawfully imposed by the Town or by any governmental authority having jurisdiction to make such
restrictions or regulations. Where the requirements of this By-law and those of any governmental
authority are in conflict, the more stringent restrictions shall apply.

BUILDING AND OTHER PERMITS

No Municipal Permit, Certificate or License shall be issued for the use of any lot or building, nor
any proposed erection, alteration or enlargement of any building or structure that would be in
contravention to any provision(s) of this By-law, except as provided for by The Planning Act,
R.S.0. 1990, as amended from time to time.

No building or structure shall be occupied, in whole or in part, until such time as an occupancy
permit has been issued by the Town.

Where Fill, Construction and Alterations to Waterways Regulations are in force and effect, a permit
from the Conservation Authority having jurisdiction, shall be obtained pursuant to the provisions of
the Conservation Authorities Act, R.S.0. 1990, as amended from time to time, prior to the
following:

(a) Any fill placement or dumping in an area defined by the Conservation Authority;

(b) Any construction of a building or structure in a pond or swamp or in an area susceptible to
flooding under regional storm conditions; and,

(c) Any works proposed in association with a watercourse.
PENALTY

Any person convicted of a breach of any of the provisions of this By-law shall be liable to a
penalty within the limits permitted in The Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990, as amended from time to
time, exclusive of costs, and recoverable under The Provincial Offences Act, R.S.0. 1990, as
amended from time to time.

Every person who contravenes any of the provisions of this By-law is guilty of an offence and is
liable:

(&) On a first conviction to a fine of not more than $25,000; and,
(b) On a subsequent conviction to a fine of not more than $10,000 for each day or part thereof
upon which the contravention has continued after the day on which the person was first

convicted.

Where a corporation is convicted of contravening any of the Provisions of this By-law, the
maximum penalty that may be imposed is:
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(&) On a first conviction a fine of not more than $50,000; and,

(b) On a subsequent conviction of a fine of not more than $25,000 for each day or part thereof
upon which the contravention has continued after the day on which the corporation was first
convicted.

As more
precise limit and boundary data is obtained from new or updated surveys it will be input to the system
so that any uncertainty or ambiguity in the limits or boundaries will be determined in accordance with
the most up to date information available and the schedules attached shall be deemed to be amended

with the result that limits, and boundaries will be determined in accordance with the more up to date
and precise information contained therein.

INTERPRETATION OF BOUNDARIES
The following provisions shall apply to assist with the interpretation of zone boundaries:

(@ A zone boundary which is indicated as following a road allowance, transmission line or
watercourse shall be deemed to be the centre line of such road allowance, right-of-way,
transmission line or watercourse;

(b) A zone boundary which is indicated as following the lot lines of any lot shall be deemed to follow
such lot lines;

(c) A zone boundary which is indicated as following flood and/or fill lines shall be the flood and fill lines
as denoted by the most current mapping available from the Conservation Authority having
jurisdiction;

(d) Where the provisions of Sections 3.3 (a), (b) and (c) are not applicable, the zone boundary shall be
determined from the most up-to-date digital Schedules; and,

(e) Within the Oak Ridges Moraine Area, a zone boundary shall be in conformity with the Oak Ridges
Moraine Conservation Plan and the limits of the fDak Ridges Moraine i Environmental Protection
Zone (ORM EP)o0 shall reflect at a minimum the related minimum vegetation protection zones in
conformity with Part lll of the Oak Ridges Moraine Conservation Plan.

Any street, name, or property boundary shown on the Zoning Maps are for reference purposes only.

HOLDING ZONES (H)

Where any zone symbol includes the suffix (H), no lot shall be used nor building or structure
erected, located or used thereon until the suffix (H) has been removed from the zone symbol by a By-
law passed pursuant to Section 36 of The Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990, as amended from time to time.
Notwithstanding the above, uses existing on the date that the Holding Zone is approved are permitted
to continue and shall be subject to the applicable provisions of this By-law.

Applied Holding Zones

Where a Holding Symbol (H) appears on Schedules to this By-law, Council shall only consider the
removal of the Holding Symbol (H) upon the Town being satisfied that adequate sanitary, water,
stormwater management, and transportation services and facilities are, or can be made available to
service those lots.

(By-law #2003-005, #2005-126, #2006-012 and #2006-013)

Where a Holding Symbol (H2) appears on Schedules to this By-law, Council shall only consider the
removal of the Holding Symbol (H2), upon the Town being satisfied that adequate sanitary, water,
storm water management, and transportation services and facilities are or can be made available to
serve the proposed development. Nothing in the Oak Ridges Moraine Conservation Plan shall prevent
the removal of the Holding Symbol (H2).

lotting.

(a) Adequate sanitary, water and storm water services and facilities are available or can be made
available to service the lots; and,

(b) The lands comply or have been remediated to comply with the applicable Ministry of the
Environment criteria for residential use at contaminated sites in Ontario.

3.5.1.5 Where a Holding Symbol (H5) appears on Schedules to this By-law, it shall only be used for
Agricultural purposes prior to the removal of the holding symbol.

(a) The Approval of an Urban Design guideline by Town Council;

(b) The execution of a site plan agreement and/or development agreement by the Town; and,

(c) The provision of an archaeological assessment satisfactory to Council and the Ministry of
Culture.

(a) It has been demonstrated that the existing water supply is adequate and that such use shall not
have a negative impact on existing wells within 500.0m of the proposed water supply;

(b) A Traffic Impact Study has been completed and implemented;

(c) It has been demonstrated that the existing septic service is adequate for the proposed use; and,

(d) It has been demonstrated that the proposed use can be accommodated on the site in accordance
with Provincial Guidelines for compatibility with sensitive land uses.

EXCEPTION TO THE ZONE PROVISIONS

Where any zone symbol is followed by a dash (-) and a number (for example UR1-1), the lot,
buildings and structures shall be subject to all regulations of that zone except as otherwise provided
by the exception number.

FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT AREA

Lands located within the Flood Plain Management Area are lands having inherent natural features such
as poor drainage, organic soils, flood susceptibility, significant erosion susceptibility, steep slopes, or
any other physical condition which may represent a hazard to persons or property. The delineation of
Floodplain Management Areas is based upon the most current information available, and may not be
precise in some areas. The Flood Plain Management Areas are intended only to inform and caution
landowners of the potential environmental constraints of the land. The Flood Plain Management Areas
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provide a mechanism for properties and proposed construction to be evaluated on a site specific basis.
All new buildings and structures as well as any expansions to existing buildings or structures, may
be permitted within the Flood Plain Management Areas provided that satisfactory arrangements have
been made with the Town, the Conservation Authority and the land owner.

3.8 MINIMUM DISTANCE SEPARATION FORMULAS

The Minimum Distance Separation Formulas required by the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs
are set out in Appendix A and are included for reference purposes only and shall not form part of this
By-law. In the event that these Formulas are amended by the Ministry, Appendix A shall be modified
accordingly without need of a Zoning By-law Amendment.

3.9 SOURCE WATER PROTECTION OVERLAY

The purpose of the Source Water Protection (SWP) Overlay is to prevent the approval of Planning Act
applications and/or issuance of building permits that may result in the establishment of uses that are
significant drinking water threats.

The intent of the SWP Overlay is to ensure thatthe Town o f New Tecumset ho
Official is consulted with, and any necessary approvals pursuant to the Clean Water Act and
requirements in the South Georgian Bay Lake Simcoe Source Protection Plan (SPP) are obtained by
the landowner/applicant as part of the consideration by the Town prior to the issuance of a building
permit.

The SWP Overlay applies to all lands identified as a Wellhead Protection Area pursuant to the Clean
Water Act and SPP for the municipal water wells that service the Town of New Tecumseth and
surrounding municipalities. The SWP Overlay applies to all lands and all underlying zones and special
exceptions partly or wholly contained within it.

3.10 DEFINITIONS

In order to make this By-law user friendly, all words or phrases defined within Section 13 of this By-law
have been printed in bold and italics.
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SECTION 417 GENERAL PROVISIONS

The provisions of this Section shall apply to all zones contained in the By-law except as otherwise
indicated. These provisions shall be in addition, where applicable, to the specific provisions included in
this By-law for each zone category.

4.1 ACCESSORY USES
41.1 Accessory Dwelling Units
(a) Notwithstanding the provisions of this By-law, an accessory dwelling unit is permitted in a single
detached dwelling or in each half of a semi-detached dwelling provided:

(i) A maximum of one (1) accessory dwelling unit shall be permitted in a single detached
dwelling or each half of a semi-detached dwelling;

(i) There is only one (1) entrance in the front wall of the dwelling; and,

(iii) Atleast one (1) parking space is provided for the accessory dwelling unit.

4.1.2 Accessory Uses Permitted in All Zones
Where this By-law permits a lot to be used, or a building or structure to be erected or used for a
purpose, that purpose shall include any accessory building, structure or use. Notwithstanding the
above, no accessory building or structure shall be used as a dwelling unit or part thereof, with the
exception of a help house, as defined and regulated herein.

4.1.3 Height Restriction
Except as otherwise provided herein, each accessory use shall comply with the height of building
provisions of the zone in which such accessory use is located. Notwithstanding the above, accessory
structures within a Residential Zone shall not exceed 4.6m in height.

414 Yard Requirements
(a) Accessory buildings or structures shall be located in accordance with the following provisions:

(i) No accessory building or structure shall be located within a required front yard or a
required exterior side yard;

(i) No deck shall be located in any required interior side yard;

(i) No accessory building or structure shall be located within 1.0m of an interior side lot line
or rear lot line, except for a mutual private garage for which no minimum side yard
requirement shall be applicable, and which may be located on the common lot line between
the two (2) lots;

(iv) Notwithstanding Section 4.1.4(a), a building or structure used as a kiosk for parking
attendants or security personnel may be erected within 1.0m from any front or exterior side
yard; and,

(v) No air conditioning unit, heat pump, or other similar device shall be located within any required
interior side yard.

within an Agricultural Zone on a lot greater than 2.0 acres shall be located in accordance with
the minimum yard requirements of the zone in which it is situated.

subject to the following provisions:

(i) The minimum exterior side yard relating to an accessory building or structure having a
floor area greater than 10.0m2 shall be 5.5m; and,

(i) The minimum rear yard setback relating to an accessory building or structure that is
attached to a dwelling on the lot by a covered or enclosed walkway or breezeway shall be
1.0m.

(b) Not withstanding the provisions of Section 4.1.4 i
zoned flJrban Residential i Exception (UR1-38)0shall be subject to the following provision:

(i) Only one (1) accessory building or structure shall be permitted in the rear yard, having a

(i) All other accessory buildings or structures shall maintain a minimum 10.0m rear yard
setback.

4.2 CONCRETE MANUFACTURING USES

Concrete manufacturing is only permitted provided that the use already exists and the zoning permits
such a use.

4.3 CONSTRUCTION USES

Notwithstanding Section 2.3, the following temporary construction structures shall be permitted in all
zones; construction trailers, tool sheds, scaffolds or other temporary structures incidental to and
necessary for on-going construction work, but only for as long as such structure is necessary, and
such construction work has not been finished nor abandoned.

4.4 DEVELOPMENT ON PRIVATE SERVICES
No person shall erect any building or structure in any zone within an urban settlement area as

outlined in the T o w n ©fficial Plan unless such building or structure is serviced by municipal water
and sanitary services, to the satisfaction of the Town.

4.5 EASEMENT

Notwithstanding any other provision of this By-law, to the contrary, no part of any easement in favour of
the Town or public utility shall be obstructed by any structure, building, or paving, from the ground to
the sky unless written approval has been obtained by the applicable authority.

4.6 ESTABLISHED BUILDING LINE

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this By-Law in any Residential Zone a dwelling built between
two (2) existing dwellings, within 60.0m of each other on the same side of the street, and within the
same block, may be built with a minimum front yard equal to the average of that of those adjacent
dwellings. Notwithstanding this provision, the front yard setback shall not be less than 3.0m.

4.7 FENCES

Fence regulations will be included in a separate By-law, and all fences will be subject to the
regulations contained therein.

4.8 FRONTAGE ON A STREET

No person shall erect any building or structure in any zone unless the lot upon which such building
or structure is to be erected fronts upon a street or has access to a street by means of a right of way
existing at the date of enactment of this By-law. For the purpose of this By-law a street does not
include an unopened road allowance, or an unassumed road on a Registered Plan which has been
deemed not to be a Registered Plan under Section 50 of The Planning Act, R.S.0. 1990 as amended
from time to time. The above provisions shall not apply to prohibit the erection of any building on a lot
on a Registered Plan of Subdivision where a subdivision agreement has been entered into, but the
streets will not be assumed until the end of the maintenance period.

4.8.1 Frontage on a Street Exceptions
Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 48 i Fr ont age on a Streetodo hereto
zoned AUr ban R e-sBxamiont(UR2-R4), (UR2-25), (UR3-20), (UR3-21) and (UR3-2 2 )may
have dwelling units constructed upon them.
